A. Engineering Department’s Recommendation for Determining and Declaring  Prima Facie Speed Limits for Certain City Street Segments

Senior Civil Engineer Paul Reinders, on behalf of the City’s engineering department, asked for the Commission’s recommendation to amend City Ordinance 81-819, establishing prima facie speed limits under the authority of Pittsburg Municipal Code (PMC) Section 10.040.010 relating to Special Speed Zones. Provisions of the California Vehicle Code (CVC) require the City to justify their declared prima facie speed limits by an Engineering and Traffic Survey performed every five, seven or ten years. There are eighteen (18) Engineering and Traffic Surveys updated in this report. Staff is recommending increasing the prima facie speed limits on nine (9) street segments and keeping the current prima facie speed limits on nine (9) street segments.


On motion by Vice Chair Linsley, seconded by Commissioner Ogunleye, Commissioners present recommend to the City Council to amend city ordinance 81-819 and declare prima facie speed limits for certain street segments as identified in Exhibit A. Vote: 4-0.

COMMISSIONER / STAFF COMMENTS

Marc Fox stated that the City Council acted on the Commission’s recommendation and adopted a Resolution of Support to the Food and Drug Administration requesting a ban of menthol in cigarettes. City Manager Joe Sbranti forwarded information to Pittsburg’s Congressional representatives and the Department of Health and Human Services.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Commission’s Bylaws specify that the Commission shall hold ten (10) regular meetings each year.  The Commission’s regular meeting is the first Wednesday of each month.  The Commission did not meet in January 2012 and, historically, does not meet in December.  July 4, 2012 is the first Wednesday of July.  The Commission is asked to confirm its meeting dates for 2012, including July and December 2012.
FISCAL IMPACT

There is no fiscal impact.
RECOMMENDATION

City staff recommends that the Commission selects a minimum of ten regular meeting dates for 2012.
BACKGROUND

The Commission’s Bylaws, Article B (Meetings), Section 1 (Regular Meetings) reads,
“The CAC shall hold ten (10) regular meetings each year.  All meetings shall be held in accordance with state law, the Brown Act, Government Code 54950 et seq.  The regular meeting shall be held at 65 Civic Avenue, Pittsburg, or at another location designated by the Chair, on the first Wednesday of each month at 7:00 p.m.  In the event a regular meeting date falls on a legal holiday, a new meeting date will be established at the regular meeting preceding the holiday.  Commission members shall attend all meetings or notify staff if they are going to be absent.”

July 4, 2012 (Independence Day) is a recognized City holiday and city hall will be closed and no city staff will be available.  The Commission can schedule an alternate date to meet in July 2012, or could cancel this meeting.

Additionally, historically the Commission has not met in December.  
STAFF ANALYSIS

The Commission could opt to cancel the December 2012 meeting, or any other meeting date, but does need to meet at least ten (10) times during the course of 2012.
